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     The family plays a key role in promoting a right-based culture in its capacity as the immediate environment, responsible and irreplaceable, that provides for material, emotional, containing and social conditions of children. Children’s right to have a family and to develop within it is the most influential ingredient of their upbringing and growth. 

     Due to its importance and relevance for children, the state should provide the family the socioeconomic and psycho-social support that is required for its full enforcement of children’s rights, thus ensuring the necessary resources and services for educating, preventing and establishing conditions adequate to their development and best interests. It is necessary to count on a policy going beyond the care of vulnerable groups and able to respect the right of all children to the utmost development of their potential. 

    As children are everybody’s responsibility, there are other entities that play key roles and supplement the work of the state, strengthen families and communities, privilege the integral development of children, and significantly contribute to generate a right-based culture. 

    Non governmental organizations have already assumed in several countries a key role in the advocacy and safeguard of rights that is of great significance concerning their dissemination, monitoring and surveillance. Churches, through their summoning capacity, are able to increase their commitment to these population sectors by educating their members to promote a positive and constructive approach of children. Universities should also play a key role in their capacity as the entities that provide information, expertise and reflection on children and should promote the “professionalization” of their care in each of the various academic areas. On the other hand, the private sector, besides playing a role in connection with its responsibility and social investment, could have a more leading attitude in order to contribute to the generation of a right-based culture. 

      Likewise, the media have a direct and indirect influence on children’s development and it is necessary to strengthen their awareness and training in order to ensure the application of ethical principles and the respect for children’s best interests, a highly relevant task considering the huge impact of the media on the generation of a culture of rights and peace for children.
